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Carrying hazardous items onto trains iz prohibited under Japanese law and the provisions of JR.
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Examples of hazardous items prohibited onboard
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Flammable Liquidsz High-prezzure Gasz
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Gazoline, Kerosene, Light Oil, etc. Propane Gas, Liguid Nitregen, etc.
proge HAKIETY .

Prohibited regardless
of amount or quantity
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Ammunitions, Dynamite, otc. Chloreform, Herbicides, etc. s e i, W
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Knives, kitchen knives, WEALMOMERRISTHH AP ) (PRI
scissorssaws,nata,kama etc. RARLZARNAR LYY,
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Items that could harm other passengers or cause damages to vehicles are prohibited onboard.
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Examples of hazardous items that are allowed onboard with restrictions
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Daily neceszitiez available at retail stores that include flammable liquids or high-preszzure gas.
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Alcoholic drinks, Cosmetics, Medical supplies, Lighters,

Paint, Gaz Canizters for Portable Stoves, ete.
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Allowed enboard only if 2 kilogramas/liters or less and well protected from leakage.
